 Pasta and Dance Evening on 4 June 2011. We want to have an evening with 

entertainment to bring back the fun we used to have at the club, and at the same 

time keep the cost of the tickets at a low level.

Other Issues: 

 Bocce at 9am every Sunday. It is a social game so anyone is welcome and actually 

encouraged to play. Novices very welcome. 

 There is a membership fee of only R100 per year for players wanting to join the 

Bocce section. But if you play once in a while this will not exclude you from having a 

game. However, only paid members of the bocce section will be eligible to represent 

the East Rand Italian Club in tournaments. For only R100 it should not exclude 

anyone though. It really is cheap and affordable. 
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 The courts may not be in the best condition, but we are putting in effort to understand 

the cracks in the court surface. The intention is to try various solutions in a small 

scale to find the best solution. If anyone has any ideas on how to prepare the 

surface, please let us know. We would welcome any suggestions and any help. If 

anybody has access to a motorised compaction roller which we could use on the 

bocce courts please let us now. We would also be grateful if anyone has access to a 

plate compactor which we could use on the bocce courts. 

 We want to start a league for the Bocce which we are hoping will create interest but 

please do not see it as contradicting “novices are welcome”. We play Bocce for the 

fun and entertainment of the game. The league is open to all that have paid their 

Bocce membership fee.  

 Old Photos Needed – If you have old photos of the club or during a function from the 

past please could you either scan and email, or if you don’t have the facilities let me 

know and I will gladly scan the photos and return the photos very quickly. So please 

dig in your old photos, even if it is old photos at the club of various people that used 

to come to the club and possibly have since passed away or no longer come to the 

club.
